The contrast between light and darkness

ON THIS FOURTH Sunday of Lent traditionally
called Laetare Sunday, the Lord calls us to rejoice
and be glad. Since the beginning of this Lenten
season, we have been challenged on the need to
amend our ways and produce the fruits of
repentance. This repentance is aided by the three-
fold exercises of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. In
doing this, we are encouraged to be sober and
recollected.

However, on this Fourth Sunday, the Church calls on
all her children to relax a bit the discipline of the past
weeks and rejoice on the prospect of the approaching Easter celebrations. In the
first reading, Samuel said that God does not see as man sees. While man looks
at appearances, God looks at the heart. It could be said that only the light of God
is the true light while the light of man is tantamount to darkness. This point is
underscored in the second reading where Paul says that we were once in
darkness until the light of Christ shone on us. What shows this transition is the
way of life that we live. The works of darkness are quite different from the works
of light. Hence, Paul advises the Ephesians: “Wake up from your sleep, rise from
the dead, and Christ will shine on you.”

To demonstrate this transition from darkness to light, a man blind from birth was
restored to wholeness (John 9:1-41). The lessons of this story are diverse. The
blind man was blind not because of his own sins or those of his parents. It is just
to glorify God. Sometimes, some events of our lives are meant to teach us some
lessons or to bring us to some realisation. Again, Jesus uses natural things like
spittle on the ground to heal the man of his blindness. This is to show that God
uses created things to work wonders in the lives of His people. This was a joyous
occasion which should have made everyone happy. However, it brought about
controversy on the part of the religious establishment. What is the reason for this
hullaballoo? It's because they felt that Jesus was usurping their power thereby
arrogating to himself the power that did not belong to him. They also felt that he
should not have done such good work on the sabbath. This made them to
subject the newly restored man to so much stress that he almost became
frustrated. They were content with the blindness of the man and not to see his
eyes restored. They were more concerned about the sanctity of the laws than the
welfare of the people.

This Sunday calls us to cast aside all that has to do with the deeds of darkness
and embrace all that has to do with light. This transition is expected of us like the
man born blind in the gospel today who later became an evangelist to his
opponents. The joy of today must permeate all that we do from now till Easter
time so that suffering and dying with Christ, we may also rise with him at Easter.
Our works of penance this Lenten season must not be superficial, artificial and
cosmetic. Rather, they must be sincere, internal and life changing.

What are scrutinies?

On the Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of Lent, our nineteen elect will, at the
Saturday evening Vigil Masses, undergo a series of rites known as the
scrutinines, an essential part of this period of their formation known as the
period of purification and enlightenment. So, what are the scrutinies, and why
are they an essential part of preparation for Catholic Christian initiation? The
summary below is taken from "Catholic Answers” (catholic.com)

The scrutinies are a series of rites for adults who wish to be baptised. They are
celebrated in the third, fourth, and fifth weeks of the Lenten season.

This is considered a period of purification and enlightenment for the elect. There
are prayers of exorcism which are intended to help purify the elect from sin and
sinful desires. The overall prayers and laying on of hands are to help the elect
be enlightened by the Word and grace of God.

The basic structure which takes place immediately following the homily:
« The elect (with sponsors) are invited forward
« Invitation for parish to silently pray for the elect
« Intercessions for the elect
« Prayer of exorcism
« Laying on of hands on the elect
« Prayer over the elect
« Dismissal of the elect

Please continue to keep our elect in
your prayers as the day of their
Baptism, Confirmation and
Communion draws near.

The speaker on this occasion will be Mgr John Boyle

who will present Tested by Fire — the Burning of St Patrick’s
Cathedral Parramatta. The year 2026 marks the 30-year
anniversary of the devastating fire that destroyed the heritage
listed St Patrick's Cathedral in Parramatta and the Dean at the
time, Monsignor John Boyle, has recently released a book about
the historical event that captivated the public, politicians and the
Australian media.

On 19 February 1996, an arsonist lit a fire that ripped through
St Patrick's Cathedral, which took 40 firefighters from six
brigades a whole day and evening to extinguish, pouring 13,500
litres of water onto the flames every minute. The devastation
was felt nationwide with Prime Minister Paul Keating visiting the
site several times, along with NSW Premier Bob Carr, Governor
General Sir William Deane, the heads of the Anglican and

other churches and even the Rebel hikie gang coming to assist
in the aftermath. The arsonist Jason Humphries watched the
Cathedral burn. He was captured, arrested and sentenced.

In this entertaining talk, Monsignor Boyle will tell the
extraordinary story of loss, grief, resilience, rebirth, rebuilding
and community spirit that followed the Cathedral’s destruction.
He will also discuss how the stunning new cathedral was
designed and constructed.

Saint of the Week
18 March - Saint Cyril of Jerusalem (315 - 386), Bishop, Doctor

Cyril was born in 315 of Christian parents and succeeded Maximus as
bishop of Jerusalem in 348. He was active in the Arian controversy and
was exiled more than once as a result. His pastoral zeal is especially
shown in his Catecheses, in which he expounded orthodox doctrine, holy
Scripture and the traditions of the faith.

	Saint of the Week
	18 March - Saint Cyril of Jerusalem (315 - 386), Bishop, Doctor
	Cyril was born in 315 of Christian parents and succeeded Maximus as bishop of Jerusalem in 348. He was active in the Arian controversy and was exiled more than once as a result. His pastoral zeal is especially shown in his Catecheses, in which he expounded orthodox doctrine, holy Scripture and the traditions of the faith. They are still read today, and several of the Second Readings of the Office of Readings are taken from them. He died in 386. He is held in high esteem by both the Catholics and the Orthodox, and he was declared a Doctor of the Church by the Pope in 1883.

	Did You Know...?
	...that there are three sacraments of initiation in our Catholic tradition?
	Baptism, of course, is always the first sacrament of initiation, be a person baptised as an infant, child or adult. In the Latin (Roman) Church, the next sacrament of initiation is usually Eucharist, followed then by Confirmation, though these two sacraments can be received in reverse order, as happens when an adult is initiated at the Easter Vigil Mass. The Eastern Catholic Churches have different traditions such as confirming at Baptism.
